Mandarin fruit is similar to the tangerine with
orange, as opposed to yellow, flesh. The fruit
grows on a small evergreen tree with deep
green, glossy leaves. The essential oil’s
actions are gentle, and it is a favorite for chil-
dren's complaints. It is mildly sedating, and is
helpful for restlessness, stress, shock, and hic-
cups.
